General Motions.

Motion 1:

NT DOJ has advised that 47 (2) does not comply with the act. Special Resolutions must have 21 days notice whereas the constitution specifies 14 days.

Alan moved acceptance.

All in favour, no objections.

Motion 2:

Expert advice states that the courts are in need of repair due to insufficient cushioning and the edges coming up. 

We have three options:

Reseal and re-tape edges on all courts with rebound syn-pave. 

Will require re-sealing and repair every two to three years pending inspection (the current courts have lasted over 10 years so the 3-5 year estimate may be conservative).

This option is quoted at $12,305.

Lay down a modular sports tiling surface (Sports Court). This surface is endorsed by IBF/WBF. This can be placed over the top of the existing courts and can be tailored to the sport. The courts can be moved to a new location should we move and has a 10 year warranty.

This option is quoted at $25,200.

The third option is to hold on to our options and have a special general meeting in a few months time.

The third option for this motion was adopted.
